Job description:

· Your role will to be to help organise events which raise money for the NBFA and increase our profile.

· Organising the event will include bookings, recruitment, publicity, and organisation of volunteers on the day.

· You will work alongside the NBFA Fundraising and Communications Officer.
Person specification:

· Creativity is important. This can be applied to the manufacture of materials and also generally trying to get us into the media.

· You need good organisational skills, and to be able to motivate people.

· You need some research skills.

· You need to have a real passion for fundraising and for getting others involved.

· It would be of benefit if you have a personal interest in the welfare of older people.

· You need a positive, ‘can-do’ attitude. While your general duties will be clearly defined you will be expected to take on additional tasks as and when they arise.
